No person to interfere with or remove any card.

If fewer than 3 entries, the giving of a place must be left to the discretion of the Judge.

In the event of a tie, the certificate for an overall winner will be given to the exhibitor with the most 1st
Place awards.

Every reasonable precaution will be taken, but any loss from accident or other cause must be borne by
the exhibitor.

Certificates will be awarded at 4pm on the day of The Show. All exhibits to be removed during the half
-hour following the end of The Show.
